INJURED SERVICE MEMBER IN TUCSON
TUCSON, Ariz. (May 22, 2014) – On Thursday, May 29, U.S. Bank, in partnership with Freedom Alliance and Five Brothers, will donate a home to a deserving, injured United States Army veteran in Tucson, Arizona. Representatives of U.S. Bank, Freedom Alliance and Five Brothers will present keys to Sgt. Paul Kelly at 10 a.m. The new mortgage-free home is located 2244 West Silverbell Oasis Way. 
Sgt. Kelly joined the Army National Guard in 2005. His assignments took place in locales including Missouri, California and Germany. While deployed to Kuwait as a Logistical Task Officer, he was severely injured. Kelly has since been medically retired. 
Kelly was born in California and raised in a military family. He is an outdoor enthusiast and has participated in several rehabilitation activities offered by Freedom Alliance, including a four–day, 65-mile fishing trip down the Rogue River in Northern Oregon. 
On receiving his new home he commented, “I am still in awe by the fact my family and I were chosen for this amazing opportunity. Once we get settled in our new home, we want to reach out to injured service members to help them navigate through the available resources and ease into civilian life - like Freedom Alliance has done for me. The organization helped me realize my life is different than before, but not over.”
The home donation stemmed from a partnership between U.S. Bank, Freedom Alliance and Five Brothers, a real estate management company that helped renovate the home. Several U.S. Bank officials as well as representatives from Freedom Alliance and Five Brothers will be present to welcome Kelly and his family to their new home, including:
